ORDER OF BUSINESS: Majority votes are required to adopt.
RULES OF THE DAY: Amendments after adoption require two-thirds vote.
BUDGET ADOPTION: Majority vote is required to adopt.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS: Majority vote is required to elect.
NON-RECOMMENDED PROGRAM:  A member may move consideration of a non-recommended program item and make a three-minute statement explaining the reason for asking for consideration. The motion is not debatable. Consideration requires a majority.

PROGRAM:  Recommended program is voted before any non-recommended program items which have been granted consideration. A majority vote is required for adoption of recommended program. A 3/5 vote is required for adoption of non-recommended program.
DISCUSSION/DEBATE: After recognition by the chair, a member shall state his/her name, address the chair, and speak to the issue for no more than three minutes. No one shall speak twice until all those who wish to speak have had an opportunity to do so.
