Candidate Debates Kick-Off in Lake County

10" Congressional and Lake County Clerk Candidates to Debate February 18

LAKE FOREST, ILL. January 30, 2018 — The League of Women Voters invites the public to candidate de-
bates for two hotly contested races in Lake County in advance of the March 20 primary election. Three Re-
publican candidates for the 10th Congressional District and two Democratic candidates for Lake County Clerk
will participate.
