Minnesota has redesigned the format on the LWV MN website for submitting 

League volunteer hours. The new process is easier to navigate, has clear 

instructions for completing the hours forms, and it only takes a couple minutes 

to submit your hours for the month.  A new feature of the redesign is that you 

get an automatic reply with a confirmation of your hours that you can keep for 
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your own records. You can also enter time for taking action - again, there are 

clear instructions for what constitutes action.
